FIRING OUTSIDE SALMAN KHAN’S HOUSE

Lookout circular issued against
Lawrence brother Anmol Bishnoi

THE MUMBAI police on Friday
issued a Look Out Circular (LOC)
against Anmol Bishnoi, younger
brother of incarcerated gangster
Lawrence Bishnoi, in connection
with the firing outside the resi-
dence of actor Salman Khan on
April 14.

AnLOC means thatif Anmol,
suspected to be operating from
outside India, tries to enter the
country, the Mumbai Police will
be alerted about the same.
Anmol and Lawrence were
named as wanted accused in the
case in which the police have ar-
rested four persons so far.

Apart from the two accused
arrested by the Mumbai crime
branch days after the attack, the
police arrested two accused
from Punjab identified as
Sonukumar Bishnoi and
Anujkumar Thapan, who pro-
vided the firearms used in the
firing At Galaxy Apartment —
the actor’s residence. While
seeking their custody before
court, the police said that it was
based on call records of the first

two accused Sagar Pal and Vicky
Gupta, that the police traced
Bishnoi and Thapan. The police
found that the latter had come
to Panvel to hand over firearms
to Pal and Gupta. Bishnoi and
Thapan were remanded in po-
lice custody till April 30.

The two men fired five
rounds outside the actor's resi-
dence allegedly at the behest of

the Lawrence Bishnoi gang. The
actor has been on Lawrewnce
Bishnoi’s radar after he had shot
ablackbuck - considered holy by
the Bishnoi community in
Rajasthan, back in 1998. In the
past few years, Bishnoi has is-
sued threats to the actor asking
him to apologize for the incident,
otherwise he would face conse-
quences.

Promotion of judicial officers: SC
seeks Gujarat HC Registry’s reply

NEW DELHI, APRIL 26

THE SUPREME Court Friday asked
the Gujarat High Court Registry
to provide details of the proce-
dure adopted by it to shortlist the
names of senior civil judges for
appointment as additional dis-
trict and session judges in the
state under promotional category.

According to the 2005 serv-
icerules, 65 per cent of vacancies
inthe cadre of additional district
and sessions judges (AD&SJs) in
the state were to be filled from
the feeder cadre comprising civil
judges (senior division) in the
state by applying the merit-cum-
seniority selection criteria.

A bench comprising Chief
Justice D' Y Chandrachud and
Justices ] B Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra asked senior advocate V
Giri, appearing for the Gujarat
High Court, to file an affidavit by
April 28, giving details of the se-
lection criteria adopted.

The bench asked how the
names of the judicial officers
were decided that they would be
considered for promotion as
AD&S].

The plea will now be heard on
April 29.

Earlier, the top court stayed
the promotion of 68 Gujarat
lower judicial officers, including
Surat Chief Judicial Magistrate
Harish Hasmukhbhai Varma
who had convicted Congress
leader Rahul Gandhiinadefama-
tion case.

It had said the promotion of
the judicial officers was in viola-
tion of the Gujarat State Judicial
Service Rules 2005, amended in
2011, which states that promo-
tions must be made on principle
of merit-cum-seniority and on
passing a suitability test.

"We are more than satisfied
that the impugned list issued by
the high court and the subse-
quent order issued by the state
government granting promotion
to district judges are illegal and

contrary to the decision of this
court. The same are, therefore,
not sustainable,” the bench had
said. "We stay the implementa-
tion of the promotion list.
Respective promotees are sent to
their original post which they
were holding prior to their pro-
motion," it had said.

MSU ex-VC Anil Kane
passes away at 82

FORMER MAHARAJA Sayajirao
University (MSU) vice-chancel-
lor Anil Kane, known for his con-
tributions to wind energy devel-
opment, and the founder of
Indian Wind Energy Association
(IWEA), passed away at his resi-
dence in Vadodara Friday. Kane,
who was also the proposer of the
Kalpasar project across the Gulf
of Khambhat, was 82.

The president emeritus of
World Wing Energy Association
and chairman emeritus of IWEA,
Kane had been a member and
advisor of several environmen-
tal projects of the Gujarat gov-
ernment.

Kane is survived by his wife
Usha, sons Vivek and Parathami-
tra as well as a daughter Rakhi.
"My father had suffered a stroke
on February 24, after which, he
had been hospitalised and con-
fined to bed... He passed away
peacefully on Friday morning at
his residence in Vadodara. His fi-
nalrites will be held on Saturday
as we await the arrival of my sis-
ter, Rakhi,” said Vivek.

Kane, who graduated as a
mechanical engineer, held a
diploma in industrial adminis-
tration and management and
also completed his PhD in me-
chanical engineering. Further, he
pursued LLB in international law.

Kane, who was MSU vice-
chancellor between 1998 and
2001, was the proposer of the
Kalpasar project, envisioned for
the development of a 30-km
dam across Gulf of Khambhat in
Anand to establish the world's
largest freshwater coastal reser-
voir in sea to aid irrigation, drink-
ing and industrial purposes.
Kane was a core group member
and also part of the high-level

committees formed by the state
government for implementation
of the Kalpasar project.

Further, he was a member of
the Gujarat Coastal Area Devel-
opment Board, chairman of
Coastal Area Tourism Develo-
pment and member of Corpor-
ate Research Advisory Commi-
ttee of Gujarat State Fertilizers &
Chemicals Limited.

Kane has been a recognised
arbitrator on panels of the Indian
Council for Arbitration, FICCI, AS-
SOCHAM and Gerson Lehrman
Group in New York. He has also
been aboard of director for com-
panies like Essar Steel Ltd, Fino-
lexIndustries Ltd, Suzlon Energy
Ltd and Calico Group of Textile
Mills Ltd. Moreover, while being
associated with Reliance Indus-
tries, Gujarat Industrial Invest-
ment Corporation and the CSIR
Laboratory, he was a member of
the governing bodies of educa-
tional institutes such as Babaria
Institute of Technology, GH Patel
College of Engineering, Birla
Vishwakarma Mahavidyalaya
and Dakshinamurthy Vidyarthi
Bhavan. Kane was awarded the
World Wind Energy Award in
2014 as well as the NRDC Natio-
nal Award and S S Bhatnagar
Research Endowment Award,
among others. He had four Indian
patents to his credit and over 51
research papers published in

ONE PERSON was killed and over
25 were injured when the goods
truck they were travelling in col-
lided head-on with a cement
tanker near Sakarda village in
Vadodara on Friday morning.

The injured were rushed to
SSG hospital, where Lok Sabha
candidates of BJP and Congress
beelined to pay visit to the vic-
tims.

The incident occurred when

around 50 members of a family
were travelling in a goods truck
from Adas village in Anand to at-
tend the 'Cholkriya' (child's shav-
ing head) ceremony at
Natwarnagar  village in
Vadodara's Savli taluka.

At Sakarda village, the truck
collided into a cement tanker,
which was allegedly being driven
on the wrong side of the road,
killing a 48-year-old woman,
Kesar Raj, on the spot and leaving
25 othersinjured after a fall from
the truck, the police said.

rushed to the spot to transport
the injured to SSG hospital. The
victims were assisted by the res-
idents of Sakarda village.
